Lake Central's Kelly Belzeski and Wheeler's Zach Gilbert
(left) claimed the fourth annual Northwest Indiana Mystery
Mixed Doubles crown with a nail-biting hard fought 194-185
victory over the second-seeded tandem of Paige Kraushaar
(Boone Grove) and Lake Central's Ryan Gorman.

The title match was close throughout with Belzeski-Gilbert
taking an early lead on a Kraushaar opening frame miscue
coupled with an early double. However, following a Belzeski
open in the 7th, the match came down to the 10th frame.
Gorman, needing a double for victory, stepped up and tossed
a solid shot only to see the 10-pin never flinch. Both teams
were solid throughout the match, each with only one open.
The title was the first for both Belzeski and Gilbert in this
holiday week event hosted by Ray's Lanes in Lake Station.

In the first stepladder match, Kasey Stewart (Merrillville) and Tayler Peters (Highland), seeded fifth, took down the
fourth seeds Tim Victor (Hebron) and Nicole Walton (Portage) 199-167. The pair then defeated the third seeded
tandem of Carly Larson (Merrillville) and Jerry James (Hobart) 191-175 as Peters became a striking machine.

In the semi-finals, Steward/Peters fell to Kraushaar/Gorman 204-171.

Belzeski-Gilbert earned $320 for their first place finish while Kraushaar/Gorman banked $240. In all, $1,300 was
awarded in scholarships to the top 8 teams. Other cashers included Kierstyn Rush (Lake Central) and Johnny
Gorches (Chesterton) 6th place, Caitlin Pidgeon (Portage) and Jacob Yankauskas (Chesterton) 7th place, and
Laura Levander (Lake Central) and Bobby Kammer (Hobart) 8th place.
